Of these children under three years of age, 65% are in 4-
and 5-star centers. Of these children three to five years of age, 82% are in 4 or 5-star centers.

« 2 children from birth to three years of age and 3 children from three to five years of age are currently enrolled in a
licensed family child care home in Yancey County? Of these children under three years of age, 100% are in 4- and 5-
star homes. Of these children three to five years of age, 100% are in 4 or 5-star homes.

« many families receive help paying for early care and education for their children through one of three major
programs: Head Start/Early Head Start, NC Pre-K and child care subsidy?

« 17,928 children participated in Head Start and Early Head Start (excluding migrant Head Start) in North Carolina in
fiscal year 2013?
